High School Accreditation

The Commission on Public Secondary
Schools reviewed the evaluation report from
the recent accreditation visit and continued
the school’s accreditation in the New En-
gland Association of Schools and Colleges.
The Commission noted many commenda-
tions related to the outstanding commitment
of teachers, the diverse program of studies,
and the supportive school climate for stu-
dents promoting a safe, positive, and respect-
ful environment.

Along with its commendations the Commis-
sion identified many recommendations re-
lated to curriculum, school resources, facil-
ity maintenance, financial support of the
school, and the need to address the aging
building concerns.

Over the next few years this report will be
used as a blueprint for improvements that
will ensure continued excellence of educa-
tion found at AHS.

HSTW 2006 Assessment

It’s back! In January approximately 100 ran-
domly selected AHS seniors (50 academic and
50 CTE students) will take the “High Schools
That Work 2006 assessment at the High-
land Country Club. Given every other year at
HSTW sites across the country, this test
measures our seniors’ progress in reading,
science and math. The students also com-
plete a survey that provides us with data
about their study habits, work schedule,
course history, Career and Technical prepa-
ration and future plans. Students who meet
certain standards of performance receive the
HSTW Award of Educational Achievement
and are recognized at graduation for their
achievement.

In 2004, students who took the test were
treated to breakfast, a pizza luncheon includ-
ing pizzas from a number of establishments
in town, and a number of prizes, gift certifi-
cates, coupons, raffles and awards. A com-
mittee is currently at work soliciting dona-
tions from local businesses. Our goal is to
make this year’s assessment an even more
memorable event.
