Summer Credit Recovery
(formerly summer school)

Attleboro High School will offer credit
recovery courses this summer for any
student who has failed any of the fol-
lowing subjects with a grade of at
least a 49:  English I, II, III and IV,
Algebra I and II, geometry, Unified
Science I and II, ecology, and World
History I and II and US History.

Credit recovery will run every day from
July 10 through July 28.  Class ses-
sions will run from 8:00 AM to 10AM
and from 10:15 AM to 12:15 PM.

Registration for credit recovery will
be Thursday, June 29,  Friday, June
30 and Wednesday, July 5.  Tuition
will be $125 per course.  Tuition as-
sistance is available for students in
the free or reduced lunch programs.
